4. As in ALL previous Field Days, each school MUST provide the names of 2 judges for the running events.  This has not happened.  Please find your judges tomorrow or Sunday. Send names and contact information to Ned Li ASAP (cc Bob Ryan).

5. As in ALL previous Field Days, registration forms must be signed by parents and returned to each school coordinator ASAP.  Collation forms with numbers of students participating should be sent to Ned Li ASAP.  

6. As in ALL previous Field Days, each school MUST provide 2 people for 10 AM SETUP on Field Day, May 3.  This is very important to make things go smoothly.  Send their names to Ned Li and cc Bob Ryan tomorrow or Sunday.  Thanks for finding and sending them early.
7. As in ALL previous Field Days, every school MUST provide 2 judges.  This has not been finished.  Please determine this on Saturday or Sunday and contact Ned Li with their names.
8. Li-Ming (Larry Liu) has been excellent at updating all forms on their web site for downloading (http://www.li-ming.org/fieldday.htm).  Since our students are LEARNING Chinese, they obviously can’t read everything on their own, so all forms either have English translations or you can ask for one or for help.  Provide them to the families.  Thanks.
9. CBCM-CS (Chinese Bible Church of Maryland Chinese School) will coordinate the clean-up tasks with the Taiwanese Language School (WDCTS) and Tzu-Chi.

10. Rockville Chinese School (RCS) is responsible for vendor coordination.  Please see the attached map below for their locations.
11. The entry order, vendor AND SEATING locations are shown on the attached Field Day layout.  A separate one will be created for a rainy gymnasium based Field Day. 
12. Please notify Bob Ryan if you have spent money toward Field Day.  Receipts and your contact and other appropriate information for Field Day purchases should be sent to Mei-Hwa for reimbursement as a collective summary.  These are due 2 weeks after the Field Day in order to be paid.  Three weeks after Field Day, accounting will be provided to all Committee members and the funds will be moved to next year’s Host school Treasurer.
13. As in ALL previous Field Days, every school runs 1 fun game.  Two games for Junior and Senior High students awaiting a school are : 

a. Tzu-Chi 慈: responsible for Cage Ball.

b. Hua-Fu 華: responsible for Soccer Goal kicking.
